Penny Sale Meeting – 6-15-09

The meeting opened at 8 pm with a short prayer by Lucille St. Jean.
This year’s Penny Sale will be Columbus Day Weekend, October 10 & 11, 2009.

Lucille St. Jean reported that the Penny Sale Fund has an opening balance of $3287.38.

Grand Raffle:
Lucille reported that the Grand Raffle tickets have been printed.  She is waiting for Fr. Moe to arrive to sign the letter that accompanies the tickets to stuff them.  Lucille will seek assistance stuffing the envelopes when the letter is ready.  To cut down on postage, the envelopes will be distributed before all Masses on the weekend of August 1-2 and any envelopes left will be mailed.
Penny Sale Tickets:


Terry St. Laurent reported that the ladies at the Varney Apartments would once again rip and tear the penny sale tickets to prepare bags of tickets in advance.

Solicitors:

Shirley Henning will coordinate the solicitors and will distribute packets to those who assisted last year as soon as Fr. Moe signs the solicitation letter.

Zyla Booth:
Shirley will also coordinate the Zyla Booth this year.

Money Room:


Irene Scarlett will coordinate the Money Room.

Lucky 7 Booth:


Jeanne and Conrad Gourde will coordinate the Lucky 7 Booth.

Kitchen:


Mike Babineau will coordinate the Kitchen. 
Volunteer Schedule:


Mike will also prepare the Volunteer Schedule.  It was suggested that volunteers be asked to wear one color shirt to be more easily identified by anyone needing assistance.  It was also suggested that name tags might serve the same purpose.
Gifts, Gift Signs and Gift Lists:


Suzanne Roy and Monique Fonner will coordinate merchandising the gift tables and prepare the signs for the gifts and lists of gifts for posting on the Web, posting winning numbers, etc.
50/50 Ticket Sales:

An alternative way of selling 50/50 raffle tickets was suggested.  Rather than a group of 100 tickets being sold until all tickets have been purchased, “Split the Pot” tickets could be sold for a specific length of time and the pot split between the Penny Sale and the winner.  The “split” could be 50/50, 60/40 or whatever percentage is decided.  This would have the advantage of guests knowing when their prize would be drawn, decrease the need for “hawking” the tickets from the stage and potentially increase profit if an uneven “split” was decided upon.  The 50/50 ticket sellers will take the suggestion under advisement and decide what they would like to do.
Front Table Gifts:

The gifts for the front table were reviewed.  The flat screen TV, Garmin GPS system and Lottery Tree were popular items and should be included this year.  It was suggested that a Wii system be added to the gifts in replacement of one of the items that did not generate high ticket sales.  A final list of Front Table Gift items will be decided at a later meeting.

It was also suggested that tickets for the front table items be sold as a group ($1/1; $5/6; $10/15; $15/35) rather than for each individual item.  Guests could drop as many tickets as desired into each individual item.  This idea would help to cut down on congestion at the front table – guests can purchase tickets at one table and take them to the banquet tables to fill out then return to the table to drop their tickets – and may encourage higher ticket sales as guests are likely to purchase a larger number of tickets to have a chance at more items.  The success of each item could be tracked through the number of tickets that were dropped into each bucket.
